
Program Clinical Supervisors That Provide 
COAMFTE Observable "Raw" Data Supervision:

Do the supervisors meet the
"Professional Identity as a

Marriage and Family Therapist"
qualifications in the COAMFTE

v.12.5 standards (p.41)?

Is this supervision with not more 
than 8 supervisees present? 

YES

NO
If more than 8 supervisees are present, it does not 

meet COAMFTE standards v 12.5 and the supervision 
cannot be counted toward the minimum threshold 
of COAMFTE required supervision, regardless of the 

number of supervisors present. 

NO
None of the supervision provided by this individual can count 
toward the minimum threshold of 50 hours of observable data 

supervision/100 hours of total supervision. COAMFTE values the 
input and support that nonprogram clinical supervisors provide to 

MFT education and clinical training. The program is welcome to use 
extra supervision to support its OBE framework and COAMFTE 

encourages students to track it as supplemental supervision.

YES

Is the supervision focused on developing the 
clinical competencies and professional growth of 
the student as a supervisee, consistent with the 
MFT relational/systemic philosophy, ethics, and 

practices of the marriage and family therapy 
profession?

Has the supervisor and supervisees present in 
supervision had the opportunity to see and/or 

hear the therapist's work that is the focus of the 
supervisory discussion? (The clinical work can be 

observed through viewing the session live or 
reviewing a recorded session).

 Supervision is distinguishable from psychotherapy 

or teaching; therefore It should not be tracked 
toward the student's attainment of the minimum 

threshold of 50 hours of observable data 
supervision/100 hours of COAMFTE required 

supervision.

YES
All members of the supervision team are able 
to count the time as both a direct clinical hour 

and observable data supervision.  

NO
Only the therapist is able to count the time as 
both a direct clinical hour and observable data 

supervision. 

Did the supervision occur as live supervision 
where the therapy services are delivered 
through interactive team modalities (e.g. 

reflecting teams; treatment teams) in which all 
members of the supervision team interact with 

the client system at some point during the 
session?

YES
The supervisor AND the supervisees present in supervision 
have had the opportunity to review the therapist's clinical 

work. 
This is a type of observable data supervision. The time spent 
with the supervisee reviewing and discussing the recorded 

session is part of this type of observable data supervision. All 
students in this supervision session can count this time as 
observable data supervision, regardless of which students' 

clinical work that was observed.

NO 
If the supervisory discussion is not informed by 

the supervisor having had reviewed the 
student's actual direct clinical work, then this is 
not observable data supervision. (It would fall 
into case consult supervision and could still be 

counted toward the overall 100 hours of 
COAMFTE required supervision)
